  How can we overcome sin and gain freedom over our unruly desires and the lies of Satan and 
the world? The Lord Jesus gives us His Holy Spirit to help us in our weakness and to be our guide 
and consoler in temptation and testing. The Lord Jesus is ever ready to pour out His Spirit upon us 
that we may have the strength and courage we need to resist sin and to reject the lies and deceits of 
Satan. God wants us to "fight the good fight of the faith" with the power and strength which come 
from the Holy Spirit. Do we rely on the Lord for our strength and help?
